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America’s public lands and waters are where we work, play, and come together. These special places are more than 
destinations on a map or scenic backdrops – they have something to offer everyone. Public lands . offer boundless 
opportunities for adventure, with millions of people visiting each year to take advantage of the most expansive outdoor 
recreation opportunities from hiking and off-roading, to hunting and fishing, and so much more. They honor the culture 
and tradition of Indigenous peoples, who have deep ties and knowledge of the land. And our public lands are a powerful 
economic driver, fueling job growth and balancing multiple uses that power rural communities

The BLM is responsible for one-in-every-ten-acres of land across the country, the largest amount of public land of any 
federal agency, and welcomes more than 80 million visitors every year. The BLM’s multi-use, sustained yield mission 
requires balancing a variety of uses such as energy development, livestock grazing, recreation, and timber harvesting 
while ensuring natural, cultural, and historic resources are maintained 
for present and future use. Despite this broad mandate, they have 
limited resources to carry out their important mission. Other public 
land agencies have benefitted from having a foundation partner for 
decades, and the BLM has not had the same support – until now.

Given the backlog of needs and opportunities facing the BLM, a 
strategic planning process was critical to focus the Foundation’s 
inaugural slate of priorities. The Foundation sought diverse 
perspectives from leadership and stakeholder groups that represent 
different viewpoints, cultural backgrounds and complemented 
existing efforts. Through a series of board planning workshops, 
stakeholder listening sessions, and individual outreach, the 
Foundation solicited input from more than 120 local and state 
government associations, industry groups, companies, policy experts, 
and nonprofit partners, providing the Foundation with invaluable 
insights that were incorporated into the fabric of this framework. 

THE FOUNDATION FOR AMERICA’S PUBLIC LANDS:  

Our Beginnings 
As the official charitable partner of the Bureau of Land Management (BLM), the Foundation for 
America’s Public Lands connects us to our public lands and waters and sustains these special 
places for the benefit of present and future generations. Established by Congress in 2017, 
the Foundation started its initial operations in 2022 as it began to build out its leadership, 
infrastructure, initial programmatic priorities, and this inaugural strategic framework.

economy annually, demonstrating the economic potential our public lands and waters hold. In fiscal 
year 2021, BLM-administered lands supported $201 billion in economic output and nearly 783,000 jobs 
across the country.

The Importance  
of Public Lands

Our public lands and waters are more than vast expanses of land and water; they are the physical 
embodiment of our shared heritage.

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Inaugural Programs 

AWARENESS CAMPAIGN

The Awareness Campaign aims to elevate the national significance of BLM-
managed public lands and waters. By spotlighting  the scale of impact, as well 
as the opportunities and challenges facing the BLM, we will build a national 
constituency and narrative to address the BLM’s backlog of needs. 

OUTDOOR RECREATION BLUEPRINT 

The Outdoor Recreation Initiative emerges from rigorous collaboration with the 
BLM and is predicated on stakeholder input. In order to ensure future generations 
can enjoy the same experiences, the Foundation is committed to supporting 
partnerships that will increase the resources, staffing, and funding available 
for recreation management. With feedback gathered from diverse roundtable 
discussions, our ultimate goal is to enhance the quality and diversity of outdoor 
recreation opportunities on public lands and waters, while also ensuring that 
these resources are managed sustainably and responsibly.

The Foundation’s inaugural programs are aligned with our framework:

 Boise Foothills, Idaho
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The long-term health and sustainability of BLM lands is core to the Foundation. 
Recognizing the pivotal role that BLM lands play in the ecological and economic 
fabric of the West, the Foundation’s inaugural restoration investments will 
leverage funds from the Inflation Reduction Act (IRA) in the Colorado River 
basin. The Foundation will seek partnerships with local communities, Tribes, and 
stakeholders to enhance water quality, biodiversity, and sustainable land use 
practices in the basin.

RESTORATION PROGRAM

Balancing the long history and ecological and societal considerations associated 
with wild horses and burros is central to our Wild Horses and Burros Management 
initiative. The BLM manages wild horses and burros on nearly 27 million 
acres of public lands across 10 Western states. Through research, stakeholder 
engagement, and educational efforts, we are formulating strategies to ensure the 
sustainable coexistence of these animals with local communities while maintaining 
the health and integrity of our public lands and waters.

WILD HORSES AND BURROS MANAGEMENT INIT IATIVE

Our inaugural programs lay the groundwork for a coherent, strategic, and responsive approach to the 
challenges and opportunities presented by America’s public lands and waters. Through intentional 
engagement, data-driven strategies, and continued collaboration, we will advance our mission.
